ABSTRACT: 200-300 words max to include format (e.g…paper, panel) and submission category.

Paper Presentations (45 min, 10-12 min per paper) Similar papers may be grouped in a session. 
 

Panel Presentation (45 min) Intended for multiple presenters (4 maximum to include panel 
chair). 

 
Roundtable Discussion (45 min) A presenter-facilitated discussion allowing for deeper 
engagement with an idea, trend, program, or research topic (6 maximum). 

 
Performance (45 min) Scholars can present an arrangement of their work either pre- recorded or 
live (4 performances maximum). 

 
Film (45 min, 10-12 min per viewing) Scholars can offer a viewing of their work. 

 
Art (30 min) (example) Scholars may offer a virtual gallery showing of their work.

1. Please include all of the requested proposal format information for adequate consideration. 
 

All proposal submissions must 
be submitted on or before Friday Oct. 11, 2024. 

 
3. Notification of acceptance/non-acceptance will be emailed by Friday, Oct. 18, 2024. 

 
4. Conference information and schedule will be emailed to all presenters and posted to the SOAL 

website. A conference schedule will be posted and emailed by Monday, Oct. 21, 2024. 
 

Note: All submissions will be reviewed and selected by a review panel based on the 
adherence to submission guidelines.
