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New Year's Day, the first
day of the year according to
the modern Gregorian calen-
dar, celebrated in most Western

countries.

Feast Day of St. Basil, a
holiday observed by the Eastern
Orthodox Church, commem-
orating the death of Saint Basil
the Great

Feast of the Holy
Name of Jesus, Feast of the
Holy Name of Jesus, which is
celebrated in the Roman Catho-
lic Church, commemorates the

naming of the child Jesus

World Braille Day, ob-
served to raise awareness of the
importance of Braille as a means
of communication for blind and
partially sighted people; cele-
brated on the birthday of Louis
Braille, the inventor of Braille.

Twelfth Night, a festival
celebrated by some branches
of Christianity that marks the
coming of the Epiphany.

Epiphany or Dia de
los Reyes (Three Kings
Day), a holiday observed by
Eastern and Western Christians
that recognizes the visit of the
three wise men to the baby Je-

sus twelve days after his birth.

Christmas, recognized
on this day by Eastern Ortho-
dox Christians, who celebrate
Christmas thirteen days later
than other Christian churches
because they follow the Julian
calendar rather than the Gre-
gorian version of the Western

calendar.

Birthday of Guru
Gobind Singh Ji, the Tenth
Guru of the Sikhs who initiated
the Sikhs as the Khalsa (the pure
ones) and who is known as the
Father of the Khalsa.

Bodhi Day, a Buddhist
holiday that commemorates the
day the historical Buddha, Sid-
dhartha Gautama (Shakyamuni),
experienced enlightenment;
also known as Bodhi in Sanskrit
and Pali.

Lori-Maghi, an annual
festival celebrated by Sikhs

commemorating the memory of

forty Sikh martyrs

Makar Sankranti, a

major harvest festival celebrated

in various parts of India.

(sundown to
sundown) Tu B’she-
vat or Rosh Hashanah
La'llanot, a Jewish holiday
recognizing “The New Year of
the Trees.” It is celebrated on
the fifteenth day of the Hebrew
month of Shevat. In Israel, the
flowering of the almond tree
usually coincides with this
holiday, which is celebrated by
planting trees and eating dried
fruits and nuts.

Martin Luther King
Jr. Day commemorates the
birth of Rev. Martin Luther King
Jr., the recipient of the 1964

Nobel Peace Prize and an activ-
ist for nonviolent social change

until his assassination in 1968.

World Religion Day,
observed by those of the Baha'i
faith to promote interfaith har-

mony and understanding.

Mahayana New Year,
a holiday celebrated by the Ma-
hayana Buddhist branch on the

first full-moon day in January.

The Week of
Prayer for Christian
Unity, The Week of Prayer
for Christian Unity, during
which Christians pray for unity
between all churches of the
Christian faith.

Timkat, a holiday ob-
served by Ethiopian Orthodox
Christians who celebrate the
baptism of Jesus in the Jordan
River on Epiphany.

Republic Day of
India recognizes the date
when the Constitution of India
came into law in 1950, replacing
the Government of India Act of
1935. This day also coincides
with India’s 1930 declaration of

independence.

The International
Day of Commemora-
tion to remember the victims
of the Holocaust; the anniver-
sary of the liberation of the Aus-
chwitz death camp in 1945 and
UN Holocaust Memorial Day

Blaise of Sebaste celebrated by
the Roman Catholic Church and
some Eastern Catholic Churches

Setsubun-Sai (Begin-
ning of Spring), the day
before the beginning of spring
in Japan, celebrated annually as
part of the Spring Festival

Four Chaplains Day
commemorates the fifty-fifth
anniversary of the sinking of the
US Army transport Dorchester
and the heroism of the four
chaplains aboard.

Vasant Panchami, the
Hindu festival that highlights the
coming of spring. On this day,
Hindus worship Saraswati Devi,
the goddess of wisdom, knowl-
edge, music, art, and culture.

St. Valentine's Day,
a Western Christian feast day
honoring one or two early saints

named Valenti-
nus. This holi-
day is typically
associated with
romantic love
and celebrated
by people ex-
pressing their
love with gifts.

Lantern

Festival, the

first significant

feast after the
Chinese New Year; participants
enjoy watching paper lanterns
illuminate the sky on the night
of the event

Parinirvana Day (or

Nirvana Day), the com-
memoration of Buddha's death
at the age of 80, when he
reached the zenith of Nirvana;
February 8 is an alternative date
of observance

Maghi-Purnima, a
Hindu festival especially for
worshippers of Lord Vishnu.
Devotees take a holy bath on
this day and also carry out char-
ity work.

Magha Puja Day
(also known as Maka
Bucha), a Buddhist holiday
that marks an event early in the
Buddha's teaching life when
a group of 1,250 enlightened

saints ordained by the Buddha
gathered to pay their respect to
him. It is celebrated on various
dates in different countries.

Presidents Day, a
federally recognized celebration
in the United States that honors
the birthdays of George Wash-
ington and Abraham Lincoln
birthday, as well as those of
every US president

Intercalary
Days or Ayyam-i-Ha,
celebrated by people of the
Baha'i faith. At this time, days are
added to the Baha'i calendar to
maintain their solar calendar. In-
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tercalary days are observed with
gift-giving, special acts of charity,
and preparation for the fasting
that precedes the New Year.

Meatfare Sunday
(The Sunday of the Last
Judgment), traditionally the
last day of eating meat before
Easter for Orthodox Christians

VALENTINE'S DAY
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Women's History Month. Established in 1987, Women's History Month
recognizes all women for their valuable contributions to history and society.

National Developmental Disabilities Awareness Month, established to
increase awareness and understanding of issues affecting people with
intellectual and developmental disabilities.

National Multiple Sclerosis Education and Awareness Month, established to
raise public awareness of the autoimmune disease that affects the brain and

spinal cord.

Lailat al Miraj, a Muslim
holiday that commemorates
the prophet Muhammad” night-
time journey from Mecca to the
“Farthest Mosque” in Jerusalem,
where he ascended to heav-
en, was purified, and given the
instruction for Muslims to pray five
times daily. Note that in the Mus-
lim calendar, a holiday begins on
the sunset of the previous day, so
observing Muslims will celebrate
Lailat al Miraj starting at sundown
on February 28.

Maha Shivaratri, Hindu
festival celebrated each year to
honor Lord Shiva. It is celebrated
just before the arrival of spring. It is
also known as the Great Night of
Shiva or Shivaratri and is one of the
largest and most significant among
the sacred festival nights of India.

Mardi Gras, the last day
for Catholics to indulge before
Ash Wednesday starts the sober
weeks of fasting that accompa-
ny Lent. The term “Mardi Gras”
is particularly associated with
the carnival celebrations in New
Orleans, Louisiana.

Shrove Tuesday, the day

before Ash Wednesday. Although
named for its former religious
significance, it is chiefly marked
by feasting and celebration,
which traditionally preceded the
observance of the Lenten fast. It
is observed by various Christian

denominations.

St. David's Day, the feast
day of St. David, the patron saint
of Wales

Ash Wednesday, the first
day of Lent on the Christian cal-
endar. Its name is derived from the
symbolic use of ashes to signify
penitence. It takes place immedi-
ately after the excesses of the two
days of Carnival that take place in
Northern Europe and parts of Latin

America and the Caribbean.

Orthodox Sunday,
celebrated on the first Sunday of
Great Lent. It is the celebration of
the victory of the iconodules over
the iconoclasts by the decision of
the Seventh Ecumenical Council.
Therefore, the service commem-
orates the restoration of icons for
use in services as well as a Chris-

tian's private devotional life.

Purim, a Jewish cele-
bration that marks the time when
the Jewish community living in
Persia was saved from genocide.
On Purim, Jewish people dress
up in costumes, offer charity, and
share food with friends.

St. Patrick’s Day, a holiday
started in Ireland to recognize St.
Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland
who brought Christianity to the
country in the early days of the faith

Holi, the annual Hindu and
Sikh spring religious festival ob-
served in India, Nepal, and Sri Lan-
ka, along with other countries with
large Hindu and Sikh populations.
People celebrate Holi by throw-
ing colored powder and water at
each other. Bonfires are lit the day
before in memory of the miracu-

lous escape that young Prahlada
accomplished when demoness
Holika carried him into the fire. It is
often celebrated on the full moon
(the Phalguna Purnima) before the
beginning of the vernal equinox as
based on the Hindu calendar.

Lailat al Bara'a,
also known as Lailat Al
Baraah, Barat, or popu-
larly as Shab-e-Bara or
Night of Forgiveness. Itis
an Islamic holiday during which
practitioners of the faith seek for-
giveness for sins. Muslims spend
the night in special prayers. It is re-
garded as one of the most sacred

nights on the Islamic calendar.

Hola Mohalla, a
Sikh festival that takes place on the
second day of the lunar month of
Chet, a day after the Hindu spring
festival Holi

St. Joseph’s Day, in
Western Christianity the principal
feast of St. Joseph, the husband of
the Blessed Virgin Mary

Ostara, a celebration of the
spring equinox commemorated by
Pagans and Wiccans. It is observed
as a time to mark the coming of
spring and the fertility of the land.

Naw-Ruz, the
Baha'i New Year, is a holiday
celebrated on the vernal equinox.
It is one of the nine Baha'i holy

days on which work is suspended.

Nowruz/Norooz,
Persian New Year, a day of
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joy, celebration, and renewal. It is
held annually on the spring equinox.

International Day for
the Elimination of Racial
Discrimination, observed
annually in the wake of the 1960
killing of 69 people at a demon-
stration against apartheid “pass
laws" in South Africa. The United
Nations proclaimed the day in
1966 and called on the interna-
tional community to redouble its
efforts to eliminate all forms of

racial discrimination.

International Day of
Remembrance of the
Victims of Slavery and
the Transatlantic Slave
Trade is a United Nations inter-
national observation that offers
the opportunity to honor and
remember those who suffered
and died at the hands of the brutal
slavery system. First observed in
2008, the international celebra-
tion also aims to raise awareness
about the dangers of racism and
prejudice.

Annunciation of the
Virgin Mary, a Christian
celebration of the announcement
by the angel Gabriel to the Virgin
Mary that she would conceive and
become the mother of Jesus

International Trans-
gender Day of Visibility,
celebrated to bring awareness
to transgender people and their
identities as well as recognize
those who helped fight for rights
for transgender people
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Celebrate Diversity Month, a celebration that was initiated in 2004 to
recognize and honor the diversity surrounding us all. By celebrating
differences and similarities during this month, organizers hope that
people will gain a deeper understanding of each other.

Autism Acceptance Month, established to raise awareness about
and acceptance of the developmental disability that impacts an
individual's experience of the world around them.

World Autism Aware-
ness Day, created to raise
awareness around the globe

Chaitra Navarattri,
a nine-day festival which
starts on the first day of Hindu
Luni-Solar calendar

(sundown to
sundown) Ramadan, an
Islamic holiday marked by fast-
ing, praise, prayer, and devotion
to Islam

The Day of Silence,
during which students take
a daylong vow of silence to
protest the actual silencing of
lesbian, gay, bisexual, trans-
gender, and queer (LGBTQ+)
students and their straight allies
due to bias and harassment

Palm Sunday, a Chris-
tian holiday commemorating
the entry of Jesus into Jerusa-
lem. It takes place on the last

Sunday of Lent, at the begin-
ning of the Holy Week.

Ram Navami, a Hindu
day of worship and celebration
of the seventh avatar of Vishnu
(Lord Rama). Devotees typically

wear red and place extravagant

flowers on the shrine of the god.

Holy Thursday (Maun-
dy Thursday), the Christian hol-
iday commemorating the Last
Supper, at which Jesus and the
Apostles were together for the
last time before the crucifixion.
Itis celebrated on the Thursday
before Easter.

Mahavir Jayanti, a
holiday celebrated by the Jains
commemorating the birth of
Lord Mahavira. It is one of the
most important religious festi-
vals for Jains.

Vaisakhi (also known as
Baisakhi), the celebration of the
founding of the Sikh commu-
nity as the Khalsa (community
of the initiated) and the birth of
the Khalsa

Immigrant Heritage Month, established in June 2014. It gives people
across the United States an opportunity to explore their heritages
and celebrate the shared diversity that forms the unique story of the
United States.

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International Day of
Friendship, proclaimed in
2011 by the UN General Assem-
bly with the idea that friendship
between peoples, countries,
cultures, and individuals can
inspire peace efforts and build
bridges between communities
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Lammas, a festival to mark
the annual wheat harvest within
some English-speaking coun-
tries in the Northern Hemi-
sphere

Lughnasadh, a Gaelic,
Pagan, and Wiccan festival
celebrating sacrifice and giving
back. The holiday marks the be-
ginning of harvest season and is
the first of three harvest rituals.

Fast in Honor of Holy
Mother of Jesus, begin-
ning of the fourteen-day period
of preparation for Orthodox
Christians leading up to the
Dormition of the Virgin Mary

Tisha B'Av, a fast in

commemoration of the de-
struction of two holy and sacred
temples of Judaism destroyed
by the Babylonians (in 586

BCE) and Romans (in 70 CE). At
the Tisha B'Av, after select
passages from the Torah are
read and understood, netilat
yadayim, or the washing of

the hands, is performed.

Transfiguration of
the Lord (Feast of the
Transfiguration), celebrated
by various Christian denom-
inations, the feast day is
dedicated to the transfigu-
ration of Jesus.

Islamic holiday commemorating
the day Noah left the ark and
the day Allah saved Moses from

the Egyptians

Raksha Bandhan, a
Hindu holiday commemorat-
ing the loving kinship between
a brother and sister. “Raksha”

means “protection” in Hindi

and symbolizes the longing a
sister has to be protected by her
brother. During the celebration,
a sister ties a string around her
brother’s (or brother-figure’s)
wrist and asks him to protect
her. The brother usually gives
the sister a gift and agrees to

protect her for life.

Hungry Ghost Festi-
val, a Chinese holiday in which
street, market, and temple
ceremonies take place to honor
dead ancestors and appease

other spirits

Obon (Ullambana), a
Buddhist festival and Japanese
custom that honors the spirits of

ancestors

Assumption of
Blessed Virgin Mary,
according to the beliefs of the
Catholic Church, Eastern and

Oriental Orthodoxy, as well as
parts of Anglicanism, the day
commemorates the bodily
taking up of the Virgin Mary
into heaven at the end of her
earthly life.

Dormition of the
Theotokos, a Great Feast of
the Eastern Orthodox, Oriental
Orthodox, and Eastern Catholic
Churches that commemorates
the “falling asleep,” or death, of
Mary the Theotokos (“Mother
of God") and her bodily resur-
rection before ascending into

heaven

Marcus Garvey Day,
which celebrates the birth-
day of the Jamaican politician
and activist who is revered by
Rastafarians. Garvey is credited
with starting the Back to Africa
movement, which encouraged
those of African descent to
return to the land of their ances-
tors during and after slavery in
North America.

Krishna
Janmashtami, a Hindu
celebration of Lord Vishnu's
most powerful human incarna-
tions, Krishna, the god of love
and compassion. Celebrations
include praying and fasting.

Khordad Sal (Birth
of prophet Zoroaster), birth
anniversary (or birth date) of
Zoroaster, a spiritual leader and

ethical philosopher who taught
a spiritual philosophy of self-re-
alization and realization of the
divine. Zoroastrians celebrate
this day with prayer and feasting.

International Day for
the Remembrance of
the Slave Trade and its
Abolition and the anni-
versary of the uprising
in Santo Domingo (today
Haiti and the Dominican Repub-
lic) that initiated the abolition of
slavery in the Caribbean

Paryushana
Parvarambha, a Jain festi-
val lasting eight to ten days that
is observed through medita-
tion and fasting. It focuses on
spiritual upliftment, pursuit of
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salvation, and a deeper under-

standing of the religion.

Women's Equality
Day, which commemorates
the 26, 1920, certification of
the Nineteenth Amendment to
the US Constitution that gave
women the right to vote. Con-
gresswoman Bella Abzug first
introduced a proclamation for
Women's Equality Day in 1971.
Since that time, every US presi-
dent has published a proclama-
tion recognizing 26 as Women's
Equality Day.

Ganesh Chaturthi, a
Hindu holiday lasting approx-
imately ten days, in which the
elephant-headed Hindu god is
praised and given offerings
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Hispanic Heritage Month is
observed from September 15
to October 15. This month
corresponds with Mexican
Independence Day, which is
celebrated on September 16,
and recognizes the revolution
in 1810 that ended Spanish
dictatorship.

Labor Day in the United States honors
the contribution that workers have made to the
country and is observed on the first Monday of
September.

Nation-
al Historically Black
Colleges and Univer-
sities Week, a week-long
celebration of the vital role
that HBCUs play in molding
Black leaders, encourage
high-school aged youth to
enroll into HBCU's, provide
scholarship dollars for matric-
ulation, and sustain a pipeline
for employment from under-
graduate school to corporate
America.

Beheading of St. John the
Baptist, a holy day observed by various
Christian churches that follow liturgical tradi-
tions. The day commemorates the martyrdom
of St. John the Baptist, who was beheaded
on the orders of Herod Antipas through the
vengeful request of his stepdaughter, Salome,
and her mother.

Ethiopian New Year. Rastafarians
celebrate the New Year on this date and be-
lieve that Ethiopia is their spiritual home.

International Equal Pay Day,
celebrated for the first time in 2020, rep-
resents the long-standing efforts toward

the achievement of equal pay for work of equal

value. It further builds on the United Nations’
commit-
ment to
human
rights and
its efforts
to eliminate
all forms
of discrim-
ination,
including
discrimina-
tion against
women and
girls.

Mabon,

the sec-

ond harvest ritual celebrated in Gaelic, Pagan,
and Wiccan traditions. Mabon is the first day of
fall and celebration of the vernal equinox. The
holiday is about gathering wisdom and honoring
elders.

Native American Day, a federal hol-
iday observed annually on the fourth Friday in
September in the state of California and Nevada
and on the second Monday in October in South
Dakota and Oklahoma, United States

(sundown to sundown) Rosh
Hashanah, the Jewish New Year celebration,
marking the creation of the world

Navratri, the nine-day
festival celebrating the triumph of good over evil.
Festival participants worship God in the form of
the universal mother, commonly referred to as
Durga, Devi, or Shakti, and the event marks the
start of fall.

Elevation of the Life Giving Cross
(Holy Cross), in some Christian denominations,
a day that commemorates the cross used in the
crucifixion of Jesus

Meskel, a religious holiday in the Ethiopian
Orthodox and Eritrean Orthodox Churches that
commemorates the discovery of the True Cross
by the Roman Empress Helena in the fourth
century

Teacher's Day in Taiwan. This day is
used to honor teachers’ contributions to their
students and to society in general. People often
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express their gratitude to their teachers by paying
them a visit or sending them a card. The birth of
Confucius, the model master educator in ancient
China, is also commemorated on this date.

Michaelmas, or the Feast of Michael and
All Angels, is a minor Christian festival dedicated
to Archangel Michael that is observed in some
Western liturgical calendars

ROSH HASHANAH
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National Disability Employment Awareness Month. This
observance was launched in 1945 when Congress declared
the first week in October as “National Employ the Physically
Handicapped Week.” In 1998, the week was extended to a
month and renamed. The annual event draws attention to
employment barriers that still need to be addressed.

LGBTQ+ History Month, a US observance started in 1994
to recognize lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and queer
history and the history of the gay rights movement.

Global Diversity Awareness Month, a month to celebrate
and increase awareness about the diversity of cultures and
ethnicities and the positive impact diversity can have on

society.

Black History Month in the United Kingdom, Ireland, and

The Netherlands.

St. Francis Day, feast day for
St. Francis of Assisi, the patron saint of
animals and the environment, celebrated

by many Catholic denominations

Blessing of the Animals, in
congruence with St. Francis
Day. Many Unitarian Universalists have
picked up on the Catholic tradition of
blessing animals, particularly pets, as St.
Francis was known for his special con-

nection to animals.

Yom Kippur, the holiest day on the
Jewish calendar, a day of atonement
marked by fasting and ceremonial repen-

tance

Dasara, Dussehra, or Vijaya-

dashami, in the eastern and north-
eastern states of India, marks the end
of Durga Puja, remembering goddess
Durga’s victory over the buffalo demon

Mahishasura to help restore dharma

Mawlid Al-Nabi, the obser-
vance of the birthday of Islam founder,
the prophet Muhammad, celebrated
during the month of Rabiulawal, the
third month of the Muslim calendar. Shi‘a
Muslims celebrate it
five days later than

Sunni Muslims.

Eid Milad
un-Nabi, an Islamic
holiday commemo-
rating the birthday of
the prophet Muham-

mad. During this celebration, homes and
mosques are decorated, large parades
take place, and those observing the holi-

day participate in charity events.

Sukkot, a seven-day Jewish

festival giving thanks for the fall harvest

Canadian Thanksgiving, a
chance for people to give thanks for a
good harvest and other fortunes in the

past year

World Mental Health Day.
First celebrated in 1993, this day is meant
to increase public awareness about the
importance of mental health, mental
health services, and mental health work-

ers worldwide.

National Coming Out Day
(United States). For those who identify
as lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, or
queer, this day celebrates coming out
and the recognition of the 1987 march
on Washington for gay and lesbian

equality.

National Indigenous Peo-
ples Day, an alternative celebration to

Columbus Day, gives recognition to the

indigenous popu-
lations affected by

colonization.

Hanukkah cel-
ebrates the victory of the
Maccabees, or Israelites,
over the Greek-Syrian
ruler, Antiochus, approxi-

mately 2,200 years ago.

Yule Winter Solstice,
celebrated by Pagans and
Wiccans. The first day of winter
and shortest day of the year rep-
resents a celebration focusing
on rebirth, renewal, and new
beginnings as the sun makes its
way back to the Earth. A solstice
is an astronomical event that
happens twice each year when
the sun reaches its highest posi-

tion in the sky.

Family, a liturgical celebra-
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tion in the Catholic Church in
honor of Jesus, his mother, and
his foster father, St. Joseph, as a
family. The primary purpose of
this feast is to present the Holy
Family as a model for Christian

families.
