General Requirements and Procedures for Admission to the HLSA Program
1. Be accepted to Middle Georgia State University

2. Have a cumulative grade point average of 2.25 or better

3. Complete a Health Services Administration program application

An associate degree is not required for admission to the program. Students who have NOT completed an
Associate Degree Program must complete a minimum of 30 hours of major electives, including a
minimum of 18 hours of upper division HLSA coursework to equal 120 hours total.

Students who HAVE completed an Associate Degree in an Allied Health Career Program, and after
review by the HLSA Program Director and Department Chair, must complete a minimum 9 hours of
electives in order to complete 39 hours of upper division coursework and equal 120 hours minimum
total.
